2015 Annual Report

It is my pleasure to present the annual report for the Deer Park-Silverton Joint Fire District. It is an
honor and a privilege to serve as the fire chief for the community in which I was raised.

This past year saw another increase in service calls for fire district services. Our total run volume
included 2,557 details which was an increase of approximately 3% over 2014. EMS calls represented
80% of our run volume, which is comparable to other fire departments in Hamilton County. The demand
for EMS service has been increasing nationally, and our district is no exception.

This past year was a difficult one for public safety departments across the region. The line of duty
deaths of firefighter Daryl Gordon, police officer Sonny Kim, and firefighter Patrick Wolterman are a
reminder that no matter how well prepared or trained we are, there are still dangers we ask our employees
to face. It was very sobering to line the procession route to honor these men, but it was uplifting to see
the support shown by the members of our communities. The fire district continues to collaborate with
jurisdictions throughout the region to improve safety through the adoption of best practices in regards to
training, operations, and decision making during critical incidents.

I would also like to take this time to comment upon our Emergency Medical Service, which accounts
for the majority of our service requests. We are fortunate to have Dr. Joseph Moellman as our medical
director, a capacity in which he has served since the formation of the fire district. Through his efforts, we
have had a series of assistant medical directors that are associated with the University of Cincinnati EMS
fellowship program, University Air Care, and the university’s EMS division. According to Dr.
Moellman, our EMS personnel benefit professionally by being on the leading edge of EMS research,
education and innovation. He has also noted that our quality assurance program is one of the best in the
region because of the frequent interaction between our medical direction staff and EMS personnel.

In closing, I would like to thank everyone at the fire district for all of their efforts during my first year
as chief. The entire staff has worked extremely hard to make this fire district one of the best in the region,
and it is through their efforts that we achieving that goal. It is a pleasure to work with this staff to provide
service to the citizens of this community.
